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All Saints Sunday: 





 “Specific saints are commemorated on certain days throughout the year. Today, we remember all the saints – the countless number of men, women and children we know little or nothing about, except that they loved God and are now in heaven.





There is a special spiritual union between the saints, those in heaven and those on earth. We call this the communion of saints. You may find it difficult to believe, but, it also includes you. You also are a saint – as long as you are not in serious sin. In the Byzantine Church, this union is symbolized beautifully when the priest prepares the bread and wine for the Divine Liturgy which takes place at the altar of preparation. The priest takes a small loaf of bread, called the “prosphora.”  From it, he cuts out a large square portion bearing the letters IC SC NI KA (Jesus Christ Conqueror). This piece represents Christ, and it is called the “Lamb.” Christ as head of the Church is placed in the center of the diskos. The whole Church which Jesus Christ redeemed is gathered around him.





A triangular particle is then cut from the prosphora to symbolize the Theotokos and her special role in the salvation of mankind. Her particle is placed to the right of the Lamb, the place of honor. Nine particles are cut and placed in rows of three to the left of the Lamb to represent the saints in heaven. The priest places particles in a separate row below the Lamb to commemorate the living members of the Church – pilgrims on the journey to heaven. In another row, the priest places particles to commemorate the deceased – pilgrims who have completed their earthly journey. All these saints, united in love, cooperate to help one another with their prayers and intercessions.”
